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Frankle Sevenno is the drummer and Ieader of The Nite thes, a rock band that
plays the clubs in Pittsburgh, owned and operated by organized crime. The primary club,
The Horizon, is run by ruthless capo:Big Julie Passano., Passano likes and trusts Frankie and
begins ordering him to make deliveries,of cash for the organization and other odd jobs, like
informant. The FBI puts the squeeze on Frankie to deliver information that could bring
Passano to justice. Frankie falls in love with Toni, a young girl he met at the club, who wants
Frankie out of the clutches of the syndicate. The pressure applied by the FBI and Passano’s
organization is a vortex threatening to destroy him. It comes to a violent conclusion, as
Frankie double crosses one to save himself from the other. Drummer for.the Mob has it all,
from mob hits to massage parlor wars, against the back drop of sex, drugs and rock ‘n roll.
Based upon a true story, the film features Kurt Angle (The Warrior and Death from Above),
Robert Z-Dar (Maniac Cop), Sam Nicotero (My Bloody Valetine and In Self Defense), Pete
Gannon (The Clearing and Lost in Yonkers) and Tom Savini (From Dusk to Dawn, Creepshow
and Dawn of the Dead).
